Inside lid (d) has padded frame around mirror, bottom has four 
compartments, all lined in teal blue silk or satin, one large open, two small lidded with cream colored 
plastic or bone handles, one lid (e) upholstered in mauve velvet. Large key (f) and typewritten paper not 
included with history of piece (g).
